MATHS
We will continue to explore the full range of our times tables (up to 12x12) in preparation for our multiplication check. 
We will be developing our specific knowledge of the 11 and 12 times tables.
We will then move onto looking at formal methods for adding and subtraction using written columnar methods.
Through regular Maths on Track sessions we will revisit our knowledge of place value and mental methods of addition and subtraction on number lines.
ENGLISH 
We will be linking much of our English to our topic (Ancient Egyptians) as well as following the National curriculum objectives.
Throughout this term we will be looking at a range of fictional and non-fictional writing.
We will be focusing on biographies, setting descriptions and diary entries.
The grammar and punctuation we will focus on will be present and perfect form, Standard English and punctuating speech.
Additionally, we will continue to learn spelling patterns and the Year 3/4 spellings.
 
SCIENCE
We will be studying Sound. In particular: 
Science Objectives
Identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating 
Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear.
Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it.
Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it.
Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases.



PE:
We will be learning about ball skills and invasion Games.
Throughout this we will be focusing on coordination, footwork, throwing and catching while maintain balance and control. 
We will be thinking creatively to create our own games and rules.








Geography/History
In Term 3, we will be focussing on the geographical elements of Egypt and Ancient Egypt. We will be using mapping skills to trace the journey of the river Nile and locate the pyramids in Egypt. We will also consider the climate of Egypt as well as the continent and hemisphere that it lies in.
In Term 4 we will be looking at the historical side of Egypt, focussing on Ancient Egyptian culture and identifying where they came in history. We will be researching all things from Ancient Egypt, including artefacts and hieroglyphs.
We will be linking this learning to other subjects, such as Art, DT and English.


PSHE: Dreams & Goals and Healthy Me
In T3 we will be learning about dreams and goals, for both now and in the future. We will be linking this to the ‘Aspiration’ key as part of our school vision.
In T4 we will be learning about keeping healthy and what we need to do to maintain healthy habits, friendships, diets and exercise. We will be linking this to the ‘Wellness’ and ‘Thriving’ keys as part of our school vision.

Our topic for Terms 3 & 4 is 
Ancient Egypt






RE: 
T3 - We will be learning about why festivals are important to different religious communities.
T4 - We will be learning about Salvation and why this is important to Christians. 
             


Spanish
We will be improving our Spanish vocabulary during our units on ‘Family Trees and Faces’ and ‘Face and Body Parts’. We will be working on both our spoken and written Spanish during these units.


ICT 
In ICT we will be using new software to improve our programming skills by creating patterns and shapes through coding. 
Music: A Soul/Gospel Song by Bill Withers
All the learning is focused around one song: Lean On Me. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the interrelated dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc.), singing and playing instruments are all linked.


ART: 
We will be looking at different mediums of art with a particular focus of the artist Alaa Awad, who creates modern day Egyptian art. We will be designing and creating Egyptian death masks using mosaic. 
DT:
